Then |
explained that if you serve these people as if they
were Christ, they will see and experience his love
through us, and it is this that changes lives.

We do see miracles, but more often we see agony
and pain. However, our deepest desire is that

through us they will see and touch the love and
mercy of God in what we do among these very
broken people. We invite you this coming year to
do the same....

BASICS BANK

‘Speak up for those who cannot speak for
themselves, for the rights of all who are
destitute. Speak up and judge fairly; defend the
rights of the poor and needy’.

Proverbs 31:8-9 (NIV)

We are continually thankful for the number of
clients we are able to help. In just 3 months (April
to June 2010) we assisted 9 people to become
completely debt free, arranged 56 debt repayment
plans, avoided court action 7 times and had 3
people’s debt partially written off.

The last few months have seen several changes to
the way Basics Bank is run. Ruth and Andy retired
in May, but are thankfully still volunteering one day
a week. A number of new volunteers have joined
and they will be doing a variety of tasks. Basics
Bank, as it currently stands, will be split into two
projects. The food parcel service will keep the
Basics Bank name and will continue to supply
goods to those in short term hardship situations
but not necessarily in debt. A new volunteer
couple have come onboard to run this project.

Alongside this, Jubilee is the new name for the
debt and welfare benefits advice service. The
name comes from the year of jubilee in Leviticus
25, which is linked to the year of the Lord’s favour
in Isaiah 61.

Sharon writes about Jenny’s story (not her
real name, and not pictured). Jenny came

to one of our clinics in April 2010, having
heard about us through friends. She came as
an incredibly depressed and broken person,
having endured an abusive relationship

with her husband for a long time. Then, after
fleeing from him, she’d had a relationship with
a man who exploited her for her money and
to support his drinking habit. She had lots of
different sorts of money problems, and spent
many sessions in tears. She really had come
to the end of herself and felt that her situation
would never get any better. Her outgoings far
outweighed her income and her situation was
desperate. We helped her by:

® Getting a large portion of Council Tax
owing completely written off.

® Applying for, and explaining to her, the
various different welfare allowances
she is entitled to.

® Providing food parcels for her - most
weeks she didn’t even have enough
money to top up her utility meters, after
buying food.

® Agreeing on her behalf for non-priority
debts to be repaid at a much lower
rate, meaning that she has more money
available each month.

We have seen prayer after prayer answered for
Jenny and things have happened very quickly.
She now comes to the clinic with a smile

on her face and chats to the volunteers in a
very relaxed way. She is no longer carrying
the oppression of debt, and is a completely
different person to the one we first met three
months ago. Some of her self esteem has
returned and she knows she has people
around her who care and are able to offer
support whenever she needs it. Praise God for
changed lives, like Jenny’s!

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Street Pastors have now been on the streets
for 18 months, and what a time it has been!

There have been countless times when we
have helped people. There have, inevitably,
also been incidents of violence and
aggression where we were unable to help, and
we pray that God continues to bring His peace
onto our streets. One of the best comments
we've had from a member of the public was
from a couple who said, ‘You make us feel
safe to come into the city’ and, ‘It's nice to see
Christians doing what it says on the tin. | may
not be a God-fearing man but you guys are
real Christians’. We now have 52 active Street
Pastors from 23 different churches, covering
11 denominations. This inter-church working is
one of the best elements of Street Pastors and
is reflected on the streets when we receive
comments like, ‘You mean you're not all from
the same church?’ Not only has partnership
been great amongst the churches, but we
have continued to cement the on-the-ground
relationships with the Police, Taxi Marshalls
and door staff. All three are now confident

in our skills and special abilities and are
regularly asking us to assist and even take
over when dealing with situations.

M:power is possibly the most unattractive in
terms of funding yet possibly the most vital
thing we do.

M:power is the governance structure that
facilitates partnership in the city. We provide a
bank account, administrative functions, advice
and guidance to churches and groups to help
them work together more effectively. In fact
without M:power there would be no Alpha course,
no Healing on the Streets, no joint conferences,
no Normanton Churches Easter March of Witness,
no dealing with the media, no representation in
the Derby City Partnership, no Life Exhibition. In
fact virtually every short term activity we do to
help mission happen in the city is because of
M:power.

Today this is a vital role for DCM in the City,
as Churches realise the benefits of us as an

organisation to facilitate unity and mission
together. Our non-denominational status and our
ability to network across streams, denominations
and city agencies means that more is done and it
is the heart of partnership that helps us make a
real difference.

A considerable amount of time has been given to
the organisation of training for churches, and for
projects such as Healing on the Streets; Alpha;
